From the Rectory


 My dear Friends,


The last few months have been difficult ones for Bridget and myself. Bridget’s health is proving to be a serious challenge, and while she tries her best to be cheerful it can be very hard after some months of treatment with antibiotics and the dreaded steroids.


I am conscious that at times I have been short tempered and found some difficulty concentrating on my work as your priest. I say this more by way of confession and to let you know that I write this on the evening before Advent Sunday, and my mind has been occupied with thoughts about Advent and the great joy it is to be part of a Liturgical Church.


A liturgical church is one that uses ordered worship and seasons along with a structured lectionary of bible readings. Another great feature is our focus on sacramental worship. It is in these things that I perceive the constant opportunity to renew my trust in God, and that’s what I feet tonight. That all is well and God will make it all okay.


To say this does not mean that Bridget’s health will improve, but seeing it in the context of renewed understanding makes life a little easier.


I know that many of you have serious illnesses, and this is a cause of sadness as our human way of looking at things is challenged by things beyond our control. That’s when we have to let go and give it over to God.


And that’s what we do during Advent, a period when we anticipate reliving his coming in Bethlehem and his second coming. We don’t ask for any of these things but we trust God to do what is right for us. We place our confidence in God.


Perhaps that’s what we mean when we say the Advent Collect “give us grace to cast away the works of darkness”.

On 12th November, Gareth, Shirley and I met for lunch with local clergy of other denominations to discuss future ecumenical links in the town. We are invited to attend a service at St Pius RC church during the Week of Prayer for Christian Unity in January. Watch for details - this is important.


Christian wholeness through prayer is to be a part of our faith life, and Rev. Dom Ind from St Saviour's, Bridge of Allan, has agreed to lead a healing workshop on Saturday, 11th February from 10 am - 1 pm.


We value the presence of our young people more than we probably express, and there is an urgent need to address the question of young people and their needs in our church. We have established a simplified liturgy to be used at our Family Eucharist and would welcome any other ideas on reaching out to young people.

Healing at St Andrews





On the evening of 27 June 2011, Gareth, Carol, Shirley and I attended a Ministry of Healing service at St Andrew’s Episcopal Church in St Andrews. 


In the church hall, a room had been set up with the piano and a seat for the leader in one corner, with chairs arranged in a quadrant facing this focal point. 


There were about 35 souls present, and after being welcomed and given a brief outline of how the service would proceed, we began with an introductory prayer and sang a hymn. After this, there was a short series of responses before the Bible reading, which told the familiar story from Luke’s gospel of the disciples’ fear when their boat was caught in a sudden storm on the Sea of Galilee, while Jesus slept on, seemingly oblivious. A lady from St Andrew’s congregation then gave a moving exposition on this passage of scripture, explaining how when our lives are disrupted by some sudden difficulty, it is all too easy to think that Jesus is unaware and not responding to our needs, despite the fact that he is always there with us in spirit.


After this, we sang the Taizé chant “O Lord, hear my prayer” before and after the intercessions and then sang a hymn which concluded the first part of the service.


The prayer and healing part of the service then began with sacred music after which we had a number of options: we could write prayer requests upon the cards provided and place them in the prayer basket upon one of the tables, beside which was seated a lady who could also offer laying on of hands and anointing with holy oil in the Biblical tradition, if so wished; while on the other table stood a cross and a number of prayer candles in small glass dishes, which we were invited to light and place before the cross while offering a personal silent prayer. 











Another lady from St Andrew’s was also seated in this area, and was available to pray with each person if they so desired. The whole ritual was presented in a gentle, encouraging manner, without any feeling of compulsion, and I do not think there was a single person present who did not avail themselves of one or other of these options.


A young lady then sang a beautiful solo Mozart motet while we sat in silent prayer, and then everyone in orderly fashion proceeded to offer their personal prayers in the way that suited them best.


Following this, there was a short period of silent meditation before the service concluded with the Grace, the Blessing and our singing of the Doxology “Praise God from whom all blessings flow.”


The whole service lasted about 45 minutes and was conducted in an atmosphere of deep reverence and peace, where the periods of silence were every bit as effective as the ‘active‘parts of the service.  I had previously attended ‘healing’ services in my London days, some of which were peculiar in the extreme, so had been unsure what to expect, but I would have no hesitation in recommending a service of this nature as something which we might usefully consider incorporating into our congregational life at St Peter’s.


Finally, as a special reward for our efforts, a charming elderly lady from St Andrew’s congregation found the church key and gave the four of us a guided tour of this very fine High Victorian church and its treasures, which had been constructed in the 1860s by Sir Rowland Atkinson, the most renowned Scottish architect of his time, when the Episcopal congregation had outgrown their previous premises: from the vast scale of the building, it appears they must have then had few concerns about Casting the Net!

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A Pilgrimage			Phil Kear





Looking back over my life, I never cease to be amazed at the patience and persistence with which God has fashioned my spiritual growth, while at the same time so skillfully weaving my particular passions - music, Africa, architecture, nature - into the rich fabric of my religious life. However, the early stages of the process were not that promising, as neither of my parents were ardent church-goers: my father a lapsed Presbyterian, while my mother came from a non-conformist background: so it was a particularly happy compromise which saw me being baptised within a magnificent fourteenth century Somerset church known as 'the lantern of the West' - a procedure which nowadays would probably run up against all sorts of qualifying issues.


But there matters rested until in my eighth year events took the first of a series of dramatic turns. The day before my eighth birthday I was involved in a horrific road accident which resulted in all my immediate family being hospitalised and myself left unconscious for a week as the result of my injuries. When I eventually came home from hospital, but was still unable to attend school, behold! - a piano awaited me and I was put into the not-so-tender care of a teacher of the old school, for whose diligence and inspiration I am still thankful nearly sixty years on. So there was laid the foundation of music which, while giving me immense enjoyment in those far-off happy days did not yet disclose the important part it was to play later in my life.


About that time I was dispatched to the local Methodist Sunday School - probably because place of worship closest to my home and my distant cousin who was organist at the chapel could keep an eye on me.  My much older cousin was a large, jolly soul who refreshingly never treated me as a child, but otherwise my memories of that experience are of cold, dust and sterility - still not very fulfilling in terms of spirituality. 


As I entered secondary school, however, a sea change gradually overcame me. I was fortunate to have been growing up in an area of great natural beauty on the borders of Somerset and Dorset and on the infrequent occasions when my father was at home, we would undertake long country walks together during which he unfolded to me all the glories of creation displayed in nature around me - something in which I delight even to the present day. By the time I was thirteen or fourteen I was content to continue 


  








such forays solo and was also fortunate to have been surrounded by a wealth of beautiful buildings wrought from the local deep golden sandstone, most conspicuously magnificent medieval village churches which I would often come across in the course of my walks and which I took to entering and exploring.


While 'religious education' at school consisted principally of a master regaling us with his experiences in the Mediterranean during the Second World War in between desultory attempts to teach us a little Greek, I was however blessed with an avuncular history master who on a Saturday would stash half-a-dozen boys plus a picnic hamper into his ancient automobile and conduct a mobile lesson by introducing us to the glories of Gothic architecture - a far more effective learning experience than might be provided by any text book. So was born my taste for architecture in general and the glories of all things medieval in particular. At this stage I was also introduced to the joys of seventeenth -century metaphysical poetry, especially the works of John Donne and George Herbert, whose brilliant use of the English language taught me that religion need never be boring.


About this time another remarkable event occurred: Archbishop (Lord) Fisher retired to a village not far from my house where he took on the role of parish priest, and my favourite aunt and uncle and I attended his church. If you're going to get into church-going, then there's nothing like starting at the top of the tree!


In this environment I soon began to make up for lost time and by my sixteenth year was being prepared for confirmation by the Archbishop himself. And then - disaster struck! A week before the ceremony the Archbishop was suddenly taken ill and everything was postponed. I still recall my feelings of bitter disappointment and of being terribly cheated. Soon afterwards I left home to study, my beloved grandmother died and my father began to display signs of chronic illness.


In my spiritual life I had experienced a brief taste of something that stirred in me longings that I did not fully understand and could not easily explain; now, however, a dark mixture of grief, frustration and loneliness brought all church-going to an end and my wanderings in the wilderness began.

Burma and the Karen


Burma has slipped back into the news recently in what appears to be a positive way. The former military dictator, Than Shwe is taking a less active role in government and there may be a positive response to the Human Rights Commission's demand for the release of political prisoners.


 It looks as though the National League for Democracy has been allowed to re-form with a view to standing as a possible opposition party. Aung San Suu Kyi may well seek re-election as the leader of that party, in which case the possibility of increased democracy would take one step forward in Myanmar. 


As always, these things are not yet certain and we'll wait and see, but the signs are positive and the movement may well be encouraged by the visit of Hilary Clinton to Myanmar next month as a result of President Obama's statement on human rights in Myanmar. He stated:


' If Burma fails to move down the path of reform, it will continue to face sanctions and isolation. But if it seizes this moment, then reconciliation can prevail, and millions of people may get the chance to live with a greater measure of freedom, prosperity, and dignity. And that possibility is too important to ignore.'


  Certainly there has been an informally agreed cease-fire (again!) on the Thai-Burma border and no recent incidents of atrocities are currently reported on www.irrawaddy.org 


At last I have received an e-mail from our dear friend, Bishop Stephen, who has apparently not enjoyed good health this year. He says that medication he has been prescribed is now having a positive effect and I can't imagine that he is working any less hard than he always does in so many practical ways for the benefit of his people. His sons are all training for ordained ministry, which must be very encouraging for him and for Nan. Please continue to remember Bishop Stephen, his wife and family in your prayers. He so much values our support and sends his love and blessing to us all.
